LP _ Lesson 4

TOPIC: Characteristics of the Industry and the Employed People in EU and LR [19, 23-31 pp.]
Procedure: 

1. Divide students in at least 3 (three) groups,

2. Give each group the text,

3. Groups present their answers and compare their answers with the answers of other groups that had similar parts of the text.

Methodology guide:
1. Informative text is aimed at rising students’ interest, as well as checking their answers and giving feedback,

2. Sources of information are indicated in the Table of Contents (Attachment No 2),
3. In order to ease the teacher’s work tables (No 1 - No 3) in LP are created, the same as in the worksheets, except the answers (in order to help the teacher check students’ answers),
4. Each group has its own tasks and, of course, answers. 
Informative text [19, 23 -31 pp.]:

In order to know where to work once a person has a profession in food industry, it is important to look at the number of companies and employed people in the food industry in the biggest EU countries and the Baltic States. According to Eurostat data, in 2009 in EU there were 251 249 companies in manufacturing of food products and 22 748 companies in manufacturing of beverages (Table 1).

Looking at the number of companies in the biggest EU countries it can be seen that France and Italy has the biggest number of companies in food production industry (in both countries more than 54,000 companies in 2009). 

It means that if a person knows French or Italian and can (+ preferably wants as well) work in food industry in food production he/she can do that in these countries. The biggest decrease in the number of companies in food industry in 2010 compared to 2009 was in Germany where the number of companies decreased almost by a third. In 2010 compared to 2009 the number of companies in food production increased inly in Spain by 10% which is the biggest increase in this period. 


However, in the beverage production the tendency is opposite, namely, Latvia, compared to the other countries, has the biggest decrease in the number of companies – 4%. In beverage production the biggest number of companies is in Spain (more than 4 300 companies), in Germany, France and Italy the number of companies is from 2 400 – 2 900. It means that if a person knows Spanish, German, French or Italian and can (+ preferably wants as well) work in food industry in beverage production he/she can do that in these countries, but the knowledge of French or Italian gives additional opportunity to find job in food industry in these countries (France or Italy) both in food production and beverage production.  


In order to better understand the perspectives of food industry in the biggest EU countries and in the Baltic States it would be good to get acquainted with the data about the number of employed people:

The number of employed people in food production industry in the biggest EU countries shows that Germany and France have the greatest number of employees. Accordingly, these countries have the biggest number of companies in food industry. It is significant that in Germany the number of employees has decreased by 6,7%. In comparison with the changes in the number of companies, the changes are small, possibly meaning that mainly micro-enterprises and small companies went bankrupt. However, in France the number of employed people increased by 12%, despite the decrease of the number of companies. 

In the beverage production sector the biggest number of employees is in Germany. In 2009 compared to 2008 the number of employees in Germany decreased, but the number of companies increased. However, in Spain in 2009 compared to 2008 the number of employees in beverage production decreased to a similar extent as the number of companies in this country. In 2010 compared to 2009 in Latvia, compared to the biggest EU countries, the number of employees in food industry decreased the most, except Great Britain where the decrease was even greater. Also the number of employed people in beverage industry decreased the most in Latvia compared to the biggest EU countries. In the Baltic States only Lithuania faced bigger decrease in the beverage production industry. However, in the food industry Lithuania had the least decrease compared to the other Baltic States. 

Companies in the industry in Latvia: at the end of 2010 there were 679 food production companies and 48 beverage production companies. 

The biggest number of companies are: 

· In manufacture of grain mill products, starches and starch products – 231, 

· In processing and preserving of meat and production of meat products – 131,

· In processing and preserving of fish – 104 companies,

· In manufacture of other food products – 103 companies,

· In manufacture of dairy products – 41 companies.
