LP_ Lesson 7

TOPIC: Sectors Related to Food Industry  

Aim:  to identify sectors related to food industry.  

Task: to get acquainted with sectors related to food industry. 
Procedure: 

1. Divide students in pairs, 
2. Give each pair the text, 
3. Students word an outline of pictures, present it and compare it with the answer of the other group, 
4. Students substantiate their outline (there is a mistake in the outline). 
Methodology guide:

1. Informative text, aimed at rising students’ interest, as well as checking their answers and  giving feedback,
2. Sources of information are indicated in the Table of Contents (Attachment No 2.),
3. The sector numbers in the fist table of the LP correspond to the numbers in the second table.
Tasks for students: 
1. Word the outline of pictures, 

2. Substantiate the outline (substantiate its correctness). 
Informative text:
In order to gain profit in food industry (as well as in any other industry) it is necessary to sell the produce. In order to do that following connected steps (stages) should be followed. In every step different professionals take part. In real life some of the steps can be fully or partially performed by another enterprise/establishment. Outline of food production – from an idea to the customer: Idea → Evaluation of the idea → Creating a product sample → Product development → Testing and approval → Sales (market assessment: local and export).
1. Actually every step of product creation is coordinated by the company’s management, but it has a particular role in the development and evaluation of a new product (or ‘improvement’ of an existing product). In some steps specialists from finances, accounting, and administration (wholesale, retail and commerce) take part:  economist, accountant, financier, lawyer, marketing, trade, personnel and project management and other specialists.
2. In order to accomplish the steps of product development, testing and approval and product sales, transport and logistics specialists can be involved: logistics manager, logistics specialist, logistics officer (specialization food chain) and other specialists.
3. In order to ensure continuous work of the food company it has to use the services of a system administrator.
4. In order to ensure continuous work of the food company it has to use the services of an electrical equipment specialist and / or electronics specialist and/or electrician.
5. In order to ensure continuous production in the food company (if the company uses worktables and/or production equipment) it has to use the services of a mechanical engineer and/ or mechanic.
6. In order to accomplish the steps of the development and evaluation of a new idea (or ‘improvement’ of an existing product), creating a product sample, product development, testing and approval and product sales such specialists as chemical engineer (food chemist, chemical technologist), microbiologist, chemical process technician, chemistry laboratory technician and other specialists can be involved. 

7. In order to accomplish the steps of the product development, testing and approval such specialists as zoo technician, veterinarian, zootechnics specialist and livestock technician.

	A short description of the sector

	Wholesale and retail trade, except cars and motorbikes; Financial service activities, except insurance and pension funding; Legal and accounting services; Office administrative and other business support activities: office administrative and support activities, organizing meetings and trade fairs, business support service activities not elsewhere classified; Security and investigation activities: private security activities. 

	2
	Land transport and transport via pipelines; Water transport; Air transport; Warehousing and support activities for transportation; Postal and courier activities.

	Production of electronic and optical products, power supply and telecommunication systems construction, information and communication technology equipment, wholesale and retail trade, services, including computer programming, data processing, maintenance and related activities, as well as web portals, services, including security systems services, computer, home and garden equipment repair.

	The energy sector is diverse and includes a range of different activities, including electric motors, generators, transformers and production of electricity distribution and control equipment, electricity generation, transmission and distribution, power supply and telecommunication systems construction, as well as gas production and distribution of gaseous fuels, using pipelines, steam supply and air conditioning, and other spheres.

	Metalworking, machinery, mechanical engineering industries are composed of the following sectors – machinery manufacturing, mechanical engineering, metal production, fabricated metal product manufacturing and development, electronic equipment manufacturing, vehicle production, medical equipment production, machinery and equipment repair and installation and other activities.

	Refined petroleum products, Manufacture of chemicals and chemical products, Manufacture of basic pharmaceutical products and pharmaceutical preparations, Rubber and plastic products, Non-metallic mineral products manufacturing, Water collection, treatment and supply, Sewerage, Waste collection, treatment and disposal; materials recovery, Remediation activities and other waste management services, Research and experimental development on biotechnology.
