LP_ Lesson 9

TOPIC: Public Authorities and NGO of Food Industry
Aim: to identify possible workplaces in food industry.

Task: to get acquainted with possible workplaces in food industry. 
Procedure: 

1. To revise information about professions necessary in food industry: 
· Professions specific to food industry, 

· Professions of other industries that are directly connected to food industry,

· Professions needed in almost every industry.
2. Divide students in pairs and give them the text,
3. Students work in pairs and find the correct explanation for each job group,
4. Students work in pairs and group the given work places in four big groups; give reasons for such choice,
5. Students work in pairs and choose appropriate specialists for each given workplace using the list of professions, 

6. Explain students what is a profession and a position. 

Methodology guide:
1. Informative text, aimed at rising students’ interest, as well as checking their answers and  giving feedback,

2. Sources of information are indicated in the Table of Contents (Attachment No 2.),

3. If the text on worksheets is too long for students it can be divided in paragraphs: each student is responsible for the selected paragraph. 
Tasks for students: 

Task 1: to find the correct explanation for each job group,
Task 2: group the given work places in four big groups; give reasons for such choice,
Task 3: choose appropriate specialists for each given workplace using the list of professions, present it and compare with the answers of other groups.
Informative text: Professions necessary for food industry companies can be divided in three groups:  
1. Professions specific to food industry – professionals can work only in food industry (food or beverages production), 

2. Professions of other industries that are directly connected to food industry – specialists can work not only in food industry but also in other industries that are directly connected to food industry  (for example: Agriculture, Transport and logistics, Chemistry professions …), 
3. Professions needed in almost every industry – specialists that can work in almost every industry (for example: Manufacturing, Construction, Financial and insurance companies …).

	Economic entity founded by individuals (natural persons) or other legal persons (economic operators) in order to make profit on producing goods or services.

Explanations – 

Position [61.]:

1. The position of an employee, status, responsibilities in a company or institution, for example, Director, Member of the Board, Head of Unit etc.; 2. Responsibilities of the state or local government employees that are connected with their work and powers, for example, Minister, State Secretary, etc. such employees are usually called officials.   
Profession [62.], [63.]:

1. A paid occupation, type of work that needs special training or a particular skill (for example, baker, veterinarian, accountant).

2. Profession — Individual’s type of training (education and skills) that allows to do a particular job and take a particular position. 
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
