LP _ Lesson 16

TOPIC: The Policy of Food Industry and Regulatory Documents (Enactments)
Aim: to raise awareness about regulatory documents of food industry (enactments).

Task: to get acquainted with the regulatory documents of food industry (enactments) and create an understanding about their content. 
Procedure: 

1 Divide students in at least 5 (five) groups,

2 Give each group a text (regulatory document (enactment)) with gaps in sentences,

3 Groups present their answers and compare them with the answers of other groups that had a similar text (regulatory document (enactment)),

4 After all presentations (or during them) students individually fill in the table: The Chapters in the Law on the Supervision of the Handling of Food
5 If there is some time left, ask students the following questions: 
· What other regulatory documents (enactments) do you know? 
· Who adopts the regulatory documents (enactments)?
· Who works in compliance with the regulatory documents (enactments)?

· Why are the regulatory documents (enactments) necessary?

· What chapters are included in other enactments? (I. General Provisions, II. Purpose and Scope of the Law, other chapters – according to the specific enactment). 
Methodology guide:

1 Informative text, aimed at rising students’ interest, as well as checking their answers and  giving feedback,
2 Sources of information are indicated in the Table of Contents (Attachment No 2.).
Tasks for students: 

1 Finish the sentences in the text using the given words
2 Present the answers and compare them with the answers of other groups that had a similar text,

3 Try to predict what could be the name of the enactment; what could be the content of these documents?
4 After all presentations (or during them) individually fill in the table: 
What is the meaning of regulatory enactment (document) [84.]


Term “legislation” includes – European Union Regulations, Constitutional laws, laws, codes of conduct, regulatory agreements, Cabinet of Ministers' regulations, binding rules issued by municipalities and other regulatory enactments. Their name depends on the institution that issues them. 
The word “regulatory” means that this regulatory enactment contains regulations that must be abided. 


Regulatory enactment is created by public authority (nation, state, local government) institutions. These institutions issue regulatory enactments in accordance with their competence.   

Regulatory enactment is aimed at unspecified range of public entities. It is designed to be applied to a variable number of cases.  


Regulatory enactments are laws, rules, regulations, instructions, recommendations and other legislation as well as legislation that amends or abolishes proceedings.
